MARICELL’S STORY

SAMANTHA'’S STORY

While riding home from a skating rink with friends, Samantha was
involved in a tragic car accident. Her friends had a broken leg and a broken
rib, but Samantha was less fortunate. She was rushed to the hospital and
placed in the ICU with brain trauma and serious damage to her liver. Doctors
said that Samantha would not make it and if she did, the brain damage
would be so severe she would no longer recognize her own parents.

Miraculously, Samantha made a full recovery and is still with us today
because of skilled doctors, prayer, and the CHIP program. She managed to
return to school four weeks after the accident and missed only one question
on her state test.

Samantha’s mother is grateful for the care that CHIP provided. CHIP
allowed her to focus on Samantha’s care without the added burden of
worrying about medical costs. Without CHIP, the cost of the hospltal bill for
treating Samantha’s injuries would T
